Dairy Cattle Rules and Regulations 
 
1. In order to exhibit in the dairy cattle division, the 4-H member must be 

enrolled in: Dairy Cattle I - Dig into Dairy  Pub. BU-6154  OR 
Dairy Cattle II - Moooving Ahead  Pub. BU-6155  OR 
Dairy Cattle III - Leading the Way  Pub. BU-6156 

2. 4-H Dairy Cattle Show will be held in conjunction with the Edgar County Fair 
Open Dairy Show.  4-H classes will be judged separately and 4-H awards and 
premiums will still apply. 

3. Dairy Cattle will be housed/stalled at the Edgar County Fairgrounds instead of 
the 4-H Fairgrounds. 

4. Dairy Cattle exhibitors will abide by all Edgar County Fair rules and 
regulations regarding stalls and arrival/departure times.  (Sunday at 9 a.m. 
through Wednesday at 9 a.m.) 

5. Ownership of Heifer Calf or Heifer by June 1, current year.  Ownership of 
Cow by January 1, current year. 

6. Entrants are limited to 2 entries per class. 
7.  Refer to General Livestock Rules. 
 
DAIRY CATTLE SHOW 
  

Class 01 - Heifer Calf - Calved after July 1, previous year and  before May 
1, current year 
 
Class 02 - Heifer - Calved after July 1, two years before show and before 
July 1, previous year 
 
Class 03 - Cow - Prior to July 1, two years before show.  Any cow that 
has calved must show in the cow class. 
 

 
SHOWMANSHIP 

 
Class 05 - Junior Showmanship - 8 to 13 years of age 
 
Class 06 - Senior Showmanship - 14 to 18 years of age

Class 07 - Dairy Cattle Animal Science Display - Suggested topics 
could include-Breeds of dairy cattle, Dairy products, Dairy technology and 
milking equipment, Taste test dairy products.
