
BICYCLE – (See Jr. Fair Department N)   
  
 Helmets must be worn while riding any of the bicycle courses.   
 
 Bicycle I – Be prepared to drive your bicycle through a safety course and observe all rules and regulations. 

Upon completion of the safety course, be prepared to demonstrate two (2) bike adjustments. Inspection of 
exhibitor’s bicycle and safety equipment will be made.  A written test will be given.  Youth who were not 10 
years of age by September 1, 2008 will not take the written test and will be asked to demonstrate two (2) safety 
rules instead of two adjustments. 

 

 * Bicycle II – Be prepared to drive your bicycle through a safety course and observe all rules and regulations. 
Upon completion of the safety course, be prepared to demonstrate/explain the procedure of two (2) bike 
adjustments: 1) Air the tires to the proper pressure, AND 2) One item as drawn by exhibitor for the judge.  The 
list of items included in the “draw bag” will be from the following list:  Adjust the helmet, seat, handle bars, lever 
angles, or shock absorbers OR oil the chain or levers, OR remove & replace the front wheel.  Exhibitor must 
furnish any tools necessary for these procedures.   Inspection of exhibitor’s bicycle and safety equipment will be 
made.  A written test will be given.  Youth who were not 10 years of age by September 1, 2008 will not take -the 
written test and will be asked to demonstrate two (2) safety rules instead of two adjustments. 

  * Bicycle III – Be prepared to drive your bicycle through a safety course and observe all rules and regulations. 
Upon completion of the safety course, be prepared to demonstrate/explain the procedure of two (2) maintenance 
practices: 1) Change a tire on a rim (that will be provided), AND 2) One item as drawn by exhibitor for the judge. 
The list of items included in the “draw bag” will be from the following list: Adjust the brake shoes, cable tension, 
derailleur, or head set OR remove & replace the rear wheel OR true a wheel. Exhibitor must furnish any tools 
necessary for these procedures.  Inspection of exhibitor’s bicycle and safety equipment will be made.  A written 
test will be given.
