Cats should be groomed and have claws trimmed prior to show.

An itemized veterinary receipt listing cat’s name and a current immunization against distemper
(panleukopenia), feline rhinotracheitis and rabies must accompany cats and kittens. It is recommended that
they be tested for or immunized for feline leukemia.

Present proof of immunization to fair vet on Wed. evening or Thurs. morning.

All cats must be free from fleas, lice, mange, and ear mites.

Cats do not have to be registered or purebred, but must be owned by exhibitor.

All cats must be kept on a collar/harness and leash.

Kittens must be 3-9 months of age.

Exhibitors must check in at the show tent at least 15 minutes before judging is scheduled to begin.

10 Superintendents reserve the right to combine or eliminate classes that are lacking in number of entries.
